
after such severe starvation. He 
was alive, but a long way from 
out of the woods.  

Harley was then re-named to 
Butters, because the vets said 
he was so sweet, they renamed 
him Butters so he won't have a 
name associated with his old 
life. Despite the pain and all he 
had been through in his short 
life, his caregivers reported that 
Butters was a very loving boy 
with an amazing will to 
live. 

This is where the story 

of Butters becomes 

something really remark-

able. After the surgery, the res-

cue group desperately needed 

to raise money to pay for But-

ters life-saving surgery, as well 

as associated medical costs 

that would be incurred over the 

process of his recovery. The 

United Rescues of Kentucky 

(URKY) set up a link on their 

website asking for  

On the morning of Decem-
ber 8, 2008, a young boxer 
named Harley was res-
cued from a business in 
Louisville, KY in desperate 
need of medical attention. 
At roughly 7 months old, 
Harley weighed in at just 
over 20lbs - roughly half of 
what he should weigh for a 
purebred boxer his age. 
Harley had been aban-
doned; he was cold and 
reportedly so starved that 
he was eating anything he 
could find to stay alive, 
including gravel, wood, and 
anything else he could find.  

In addition to malnutrition, ex-
posure, parasites and other 
problems, the vet discovered 
that Harley had intestinal in-
tussusceptions and was dying 
from a blocked intestine. The 
vet hospital wouldn't start sur-
gery until payment was as-
sured, so a volunteer from The 
United Rescues of Kentucky 
gave their charge card as a 

deposit for his emergency 
surgery that morning, 
which was a very big finan-
cial burden to the rescue, 
but well worth it as it saved 
Harley's life. During his 
surgery, Harley lost five 
inches of intestines and 
came out of it in stable, but 
serious condition. The big-
gest concern for Harley 
after surgery was getting 
him to begin eating again

Ttouch By Jill Edwards 

é is ñthe touch that teachesò. 

The Tellington Touch 

Method is a way of using 

touch mindfully to give infor-

mation.  We often touch our 

four-legged, winged, and 

scaly companions in ways 

that may not be ways in 

which we would like to be 

touched.  Can you imagine 

someone coming along and 

pat pat patting on your head? 

Or giving you a couple of 

good hard pats on your rump? 

Well we do that to our dogs 

all the time. If you wouldn't 

want it done to you, why 

would they want it done to 

them?  Think of the types of 

touch available to us: to re-

lieve tension, loosen muscles, 

or just plain make us feel 

good. Think what it would 

feel like to be pulled around 

as opposed to being guided, 

or meeting somewhere in the 

middle with a co-operative 

approach to what we would 

like to do together.  The list is 

endless. Ttouch is a course in 

respect, in meeting our com-

panions where they are and 

helping them come forward in 

their journey into the human 

world and make it as smooth 

a transition as possible. 

 

I have spent some years train-

ing to become a Certified 

Ttouch Practitioner. At the 

same time I was studying to 

become a Guild Certified Fel-

denkrais Practitioner. To-

gether, these methods have 

taught me a great deal about 

accepting people and animals 

as they are. Until someone 

else shows us or we our-

selves have the opportu-

nity to experience an-

other way of being, what 

you see is what you get 

for the most part.  For 

some people that might 

be the way they stay, but 

they can at least recog-

nize who they are and 

appreciate who they are.  

For other people they can 

attain states of mind and 

body of which they were 

not even aware. The 

Ttouch method was de-

veloped by Linda Tel-

lington Jones who ap-

plied much of what she 

learned from Moshe Fel-

denkrais to the animals 

she worked with. She 

added a method of circu-

lar touches using differ-

ent parts of her hands and 

different pressures that 

allowed the animals to 

heal themselves and gain 

insight. She developed a 

method using what she 

liked to call the 

ñplayground of higher 

learningò to allow ani-

mals to become focused 

and more attuned to 

themselves, leading to 

less tension, less agita-

tion, less aggression; suf-

fice it to say the behav-

iors that people didn't 

want to deal with. 

Through different ways 

of using wraps, harness-

ing, leads and body posi-

tioning when working 

with animals companions 

she learned she could 

completely change their 

outcomes. 

 

I personally use Ttouch 

in a therapeutic way, 

helping with rehabilita-

tion.  There are numerous 

ways to help or aid in the 

healing process and to 

improve recovery times.  

Physical trauma and 

emotional trauma can 

both be helped with 

Ttouch.  Animals hold 

tension in their bodies the 

same way people do, and 

if we can help them re-

lieve some of the ñstuffò 

they have stored up - par-

ticularly rescues - and let 

it go, then we can help 

them move on as well. 

 

I must thank all of the 

animals I have touched 

over the years, before 

and after becoming a 

practitioner, for allowing 

me the privilege to be 

able to share with them 

whatever I have that they 

might benefit from. In 

return, I receive unlim-

ited and unconditional 

love in many forms. To-

day I live with an ever-

changing home full of 

rescues.  I have four of 

my own Boxers who help 

when we home board 

(mainly Boxers) and I am 

thrilled to be fostering for 

Boxer Rescue Ontario.  I 

also have the good for-

tune to be able to rescue 

exotics well, from rep-

tiles to Parrots, of which

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I presently have three. 

 Why am I writing? It occurs 

to me that others may benefit 

from having a few extra tools 

in their tool kit. I would like 

to offer some courses in 

Ttouch in a few locations at a 

much reduced cost to indi-

viduals who would be inter-

ested in learning of its thera-

peutic properties. We never 

know what to expect when 

we get our new foster dog or 

adoptee.  How about the fear-

ful ones? Or the ones with 

separation anxiety? How 

might reach out and touch 

them and teach them that we 

really respect them and will 

help them in whatever way 

we can? 

 

I am prepared to offer 

courses in London, Guelph 

or West Toronto, Ottawa and 

possibly around the Cobourg 

or Peterborough areas to 

catch those in between. My 

aim is to keep the costs down 

as a lot of folks, not unlike 

myself, cannot afford expen-

sive workshops but would be 

the first ones to use what 

they learn for the benefit of 

the animals in their care.  I 

would also like to take an 

opportunity to raise some 

funds for BRO at the same 

time.  To do all of this I need 

to make enough to offset my 

expenses to travel (and it 

would help if someone in 

each are might know of a 

venue at little or no cost to 

us).  I am willing to start 

these workshops as early as 

Feb 22, and follow through 

March and April on Sundays. 

 

Assuming we can source a 

no-cost venue, the suggested cost 

would be $40.00 per person with 

a minimum of five participants 

plus an additional $10.00 dona-

tion to BRO. Registration forms 

will be made available and you 

are welcome to bring a dog to the 

workshop.

everyone to help by pitching in whatever they could. They set up with a goal of raising 
$1,800, which was the cost of the surgery itself. Word of Butters' story quickly spread 
across the country and up to Canada and Boxer Rescue Ontario as well. Many compas-
sionate and caring people went online to contribute to Butters' cause, including many 
members of Boxer Rescue Ontario and their friends and family. 

The cost of the surgery was raised overnight  and additional funds for his ongoing care 
continued to be raised for many days afterward. As a relatively new volunteer in the res-
cue world myself, I've been amazed time after time at people's generosity and compas-
sion to animals in need. Butter's is one of the most heart-wrenching story I've seen, and I 
think he is the epitome of why rescue organizations like BRO are so critical. It's so sad to 
think that anyone could have let Butters condition deteriorate to the painful and near-
death state he was found in, but imagine what his fate may have been if it weren't for 
URKY and all the fantastic people across the United States & Canada that did what they 
could to help him. 

Butters was released from hospital about a week after he was rescued, having gained 4 
pounds and his large wound from surgery healing nicely. He was sent home with a caring 
foster family who continued to give him the love and nurturing he would need to continue 
on the road to recovery. Over the following weeks, his wound healed nicely and stitches 
were removed, and he gained a well-needed 10 pounds overall. His foster parents say he 
has become a very playful, cuddly boy, and "a typical boxer." Butters still needs to gain 
more weight and will continue to see the vet to monitor his progress, but he's adjusted 
well to life with his foster family and they expect him to make a full recovery and live a full 
healthy life once he is adopted. You can see from his 
photos what an impact this rescue mission has had on 
little Butters.

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As youôll recall from the December issue of Boxer Shorts Canadian Dog 

put together a wonderful seminar entitled ñTaking Care of Your Dogò in 

September 2008 with the expectation that canine nutritionist Monica 

Segal would attend.  Unfortunately, Monica was unable to attend in Sep-

tember and so rescheduled for December 2008. I was privileged 

to hear her speak. 

Monica Segal is a Toronto-based expert on canine nutrition.  

She has written two books: K9 Kitchen ï Your Dogôs Diet: The 

Truth Behind the Hype and Optimal Nutrition, Raw and Cooked 

Canine Diets:  The Next Level.  Both are available for purchase 

online at her website, www.monicasegal.com and are great and 

simple reads for anyone who takes a serious interest in their 

dogôs nutrition. 

Most of Monicaôs discussion related to topics that can easily be 

found within her books, but what struck me the most about her 

was her story of how this journey of hers began.  Like many of 

us, she was the owner of a dog (Cavalier King Charles Spaniel) 

who had health concerns -  and serious ones at that - from the 

moment she arrived in Monicaôs home as a puppy.  Monica went 

to vets, traditional and holistic, spoke to ñdog food expertsò, and 

simply wasnôt getting anywhere, all the while her little pup getting sicker.  

So she began her own research, took courses at University of Guelph, and 

basically engulfed her life in all things canine.  Combined with her newly 

found education in health care, working 

closely with a vet she trusted, and feeding the 

appropriate home prepared diet, her dog is 

now 12 years old and healthy as can be. 

There are many experts out there in the field 

of Canine Nutrition, but Monicaôs dedication 

to her own dog and her commitment to sharing 

it with others is truly inspiring.

Boxer Rescue Ontario is a nonprofit organization of 

volunteers dedicated to placing homeless boxers in 

loving homes and promoting responsible pet owner-

ship in and around Ontario. We are an affiliate of 

Boxer Rescue Canada  and work with other rescue 

groups, shelters, veterinarians, breeders, and the 

public to achieve these goals.  

The dogs we rescue are usually homeless through no 

fault of their own. Generally, they are either surren-

dered to us directly by their previous owners or come 

to us through shelters which are happy for any help 

they can get. They are given up or dumped for various 

reasons though with boxers it is rarely temperament 

related.  

Once in our program the boxers are placed in foster 

homes where they are assessed and provided with any 

needed medical attention. In addition to assessing the 

dogs we spend a lot of time and effort to assess poten-

tial homes. Each dog is an individual and once we 

have a good idea of its special needs we will match it 

with its new permanent family. To promote responsi-

ble pet ownership all rescue dogs are placed either 

spayed/neutered, or under signed contract to have it 

done.
