One question that has come up 

recently is incontinence in dogs.  

This could be for any number of 

reasons, in any degree of 

severity. 

As always, check with your 

Veterinarian to get a proper 

diagnosis first. 

 

One suggestion that seems to 

help many Boxers is fresh 

parsley.  

 

 

     That’s right, fresh parsley.  

Grind it up; sprinkle it on their 

food. A teaspoon a day  

does the trick.   

In a couple of instances, this 

cleared the problem up 

permanently; in others it keeps 

the problem at bay.  

So there you have it; a herbal 

alternative!

Welfare League of Queensland 

(AWL) to raise awareness of the 

plight of homeless animals around 

the country. 

 
A similar event was held this 

morning in Tasmania.  
 

To earn their tucker the dogs took 

part in a Giant Sit - A one minute "sit 

and stay'' in memory of the 200,000  

healthy but unwanted cats and dogs 

who lose their lives each year 

because of humans' failure to prevent 

it. 

Dog lovers of all ages attended the 
event, taking their canine 

companions along for the breakfast, 

which was followed by doggie games 

and entertainment.  

 

 

 

 
 

 

AWL figures show more than 40,000 

cats and dogs are waiting for caring 

homes in pounds and shelters around 

Australia.  

 

AWL reports between 40 and 95 per 

cent of the kittens and cats, and up to 

60 per cent of dogs in pounds are put 

down each year because there are not 

enough homes to go around.
