Roxanne came into res-

cue in Ohio and was 

transferred to BROôs 

care in 2003.I guess it 

was fortuitous that 

Golden Retriever Rescue 

had not responded to my 

application - we have a 

beautiful Golden Re-

triever named Bailey - 

but that BRO had. I had been 

looking on the BRO web site 

and was interested in another 

dog but BRO thought that Rox-

anne would be the best fit for us. 

When we went to see her she 

went up to the living room and 

just sat on the sofa, looking 

scared and not interested in us at 

all. And when we took her for a 

walk she displayed her distaste 

for other dogs, by showing the 

ñTasmanian devil dogò side of 

her. This term eventually lov-

ingly stayed with her. I was 

skeptical because I had already 

had a Boxer who was dog ag-

gressive and I was hoping to 

find a dog that I could take 

places without incident. But my 

husband Bill said he was happy 

with her and so we took her 

home with me sitting in the back 

of the van with her and Bailey 

for the ride back home. 

Even though Roxanne came 

with baggage I could not have 

asked for a more loyal and 

loving dog. BRO were correct 

that Roxanne was the perfect 

fit for us, a house with no 

children, with a very docile 

male dog and experience with 

dog aggressive dogs. We were 

never concerned about adopt-

ing a dog who was considered 

a senior. We never considered 

that her time with us could be 

short and we would go 

through the heartache that we 

went though with our previ-

ous boxer Pearl, who passed 

away at the young age of 7 

years.

Dear Buddy, 

 I really need your advice. My humans love me and want to take me everywhere with them but there is a prob-

leméI get really sick every time we travel anywhere. I really want to be able to enjoy a day out with my hu-

mans but my motion sickness problems are making it difficult for anyone to enjoy the trip, especially me. What 

can I do?

Well CC Iôm glad you wrote because this is a common problem facing the canine community, especially now 

that we are often finding ourselves included in the familyôs vacation plans. There are a few things you and 

your humans can do to make day trips more comfortable for all. 

 

You may not be aware but ginger is an excellent antidote for nausea, be it a few ginger cookies, ginger ale or 

even crystallized ginger. You can also get ginger tablets at your local health food store. Ask your humans to 

give some to you about 30 minutes before any car trip.  

 

Rescue Remedy, which is another herbal remedy available at a good health food or natural store, can be given. 

It should help calm you down but it wonôt make you dopey like other drugs can. Ask your humans to give you 

about 4 drops directly in your mouth or ears about 10-12 hours before starting the trip, repeating every four 

hours or as needed. Rescue Remedy is absorbed through the skin. They can also spritz the car with a dilution 

made with spring water or it can be given in your drinking water. 

  

Peppermint is another great motion sickness preventative. A drop or two of peppermint tincture might help or 

your humans could try brewing some peppermint tea and giving it to you cooled. It should help calm your 

stomach and give you minty fresh breath too! 

 

You can also counsel your humans to help you through behaviour modification. They should start out with you 

just sitting in the car in the driveway. After a few tries and if you remain calm, they can try starting the car. 

When you are obviously comfortable in a running parked car they can try driving a very short (like down the 

street and back) distance, slowly increasing the time spent in the moving car until you are more comfortable 

being in a moving car without sickness. Its best to try this over several weeks for best results. Encourage them 

to take you somewhere fun when youôve worked up to slightly longer trips. Dairy Queen or Tim Hortonôs are 

my personal favourites. Tell your humans that this should be tried on both a full and an empty stomach as 

some of us need to eat before riding and some need an empty stomach.  

 

 Try a few of these ideas and before you know it, youôll no doubt be travelling everywhere with your family 

and theyôll be calling you ñKing of the Roadò. Good luck!
